WHEREAS, certain Federal funds are potentially available to the County of Union under Title |
of the Housing and Community Development Block Grant Act of 1974, as amended, commonly known
as the Community Development Block Grant Program; and

WHEREAS, certain Federal funds are potentially available to the County of Union under Title I
of the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990, commonly known as the HOME Investment
Partnership program; and

WHEREAS, substantial Federal funds provided through subtitle B of Title IV of the McKinney-
Vento Homeless Assistance Act commonly known as the Emergency Solutions Grants program (ESG)
are allocated to prevent homelessness and to enable homeless individuals and families to move
toward independent living; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend an existing Cooperative Agreement for the County of
Union and its people to benefit from this program; and
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WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the Municipality of Mountainside and the County of
Union in cooperation with each other to enter into a modification of the existing Cooperative
Agreement pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et seq;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Governing Body of the Borough of
Mountainside that the agreement entitled “COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY
