AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER XXIIl OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF
MOUNTAINSIDE BY SETTING THE MEMBERSHIP FEES FOR USE OF THE MOUNTAINSIDE COMMUNITY POOL

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Mountainside, County of
Union, State of New Jersey, that Chapter XXIlI of the Borough Code be, and the same is amended
and restated as follows:

membership year.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that if any fees set by this ordinance or otherwise collected by
the Recreation Department are paid by credit card, an additional charge equal to the percentage of
such fees charged the Borough by the credit card issuer shall be applied.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that all other sections of Chapter XXIII shall remain

unchanged.

This ordinance shall take effect twenty days after the first publication hereof after final

passage.
