Discussion was held regarding bid recommendations for Contract 2017-1 Rehabilitation of
Sanitary Sewer Manholes. The Borough Engineer recommends that the base bid and
alternate #1 be awarded to PIM Corporation at the cost of $49,100.00. The proper
resolution will be prepared for the February 21, 2017 meeting.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Mountainside, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:34-7.21 may by
resolution and without advertising for bids, purchase or lease any goods or services under
State Contract; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Mountainside is currently using an outdated call taking call
controller system and is in need of a replacement. The new call taking call controller system
will allow the Borough use of the latest technology.

WHEREAS, by utilizing a State Contract the Borough can receive competitive pricing,
on a timely basis, without the expense and time involved in undertaking independent
competitive bidding; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Mountainside intends to enter into a lease agreement
contract with Fleetwood Finance Leasing LLC, through Northeast Communications, Inc. as an
authorized dealer under Contract #A83924 for the acquisition of a call taking call controller
system; and

WHEREAS, the cost to lease this new call taking call controller system for five years
under Contract #A83924 is $123,266.00; and

WHEREAS, the Borough'’s Financial Officer has certified that the funds are available for
this purchase.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the Borough of
Mountainside, County of Union State of New Jersey that the lease agreement for a new call
taking call controller system under terms and provisions of the State Contract # A83924 be and
hereby is approved.
