                ORDINANCE 1223-2014 

 
          AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER XVII, PUBLIC SAFETY, OF THE CODE 

OF THE BOROUGH OF MOUNTAINSIDE, NEW JERSEY REGARDING 
REGULATING THE POLICE DEPARTMENT 

 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Mountainside, County of 

Union, State of New Jersey, upon recommendation of the Police Committee and the 
Police Department of the Borough of Mountainside, desires to amend certain portions of 
the Police Regulations, Chapter XVII, Public Safety, of the Code of the Borough of 
Mountainside; and 
 
 NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council, as follows: 
 
Section 1.  
 
Certain sections of Chapter XVII, Public Safety, of the Code of the Borough of 
Mountainside, are hereby amended in their entirety, as follows:  
 
§ 17-1.1. Establishment of the Police Department  
There is hereby created and established in and for the Borough of Mountainside, in the 
County of Union and State of New Jersey, a Police Department, which shall be known 
and designated as the Mountainside Police Department.    
 
§ 17-1.2. Composition 
 
A.  The Mountainside Police Department shall consist of no more than a Chief of 

Police, and as many captains, lieutenants, sergeants, corporals, detectives, and 
police officers, appointed to these positions upon approval of the governing body, 
as public need may require. 

 
B. In addition, the Police Department may employ clerical personnel and other 

employees to assist its officers in preserving peace and good order in the 
Borough. 

 
§ 17-1.3. Designation of Appropriate Authority  
In accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:14-118, the Mayor of the Borough of Mountainside 
shall appoint three (3) members of the Borough Council to serve on the Police 
Committee.  The Police Committee is hereby designated as the Appropriate Authority 
and is hereby vested with the powers and duties of an Appropriate Authority as 
delegated by law.  
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§ 17-1.4. Chief of Police; powers and duties 
The Mountainside Borough Council shall appoint a Chief of Police.  The Chief shall be 
directly responsible to the Police Committee as the “Appropriate Authority” for the 
efficiency and routine day-to-day operations of the Police Department.  In the event that 
the Police Committee is not available or is absent, then the Chief of Police shall report 
to the Borough Administrator.  The Chief of Police shall pursuant to any policies 
established by the Borough Council consistent with Borough Ordinances:  
 
A. Administer and enforce the rules and regulations of the Police Department and 

any special emergency directives for the disposition and discipline of the 
Department and its officers and personnel.  

 
B. Have, exercise, and discharge the functions, powers and duties of the Police 

Department.  
 
C. Prescribe the duties and assignments of all subordinates and other personnel.  
 
D. Delegate such authority, as he may deem necessary for the efficient operation of 

the Police Department to be exercised under his direction and supervision.  
 
E. Report to the appropriate authority in such form as shall be prescribed by such 

authority on the operation of the department, and make such other reports as 
may be requested by such authority.  

 
§ 17-1.5. Purpose of the Police Department   
The Mountainside Police Department shall preserve the public peace; protect life and 
property; detect, arrest and prosecute offenders of the laws of New Jersey and the 
ordinances of the Borough of Mountainside; direct and control traffic; provide 
attendance and protection during emergencies; make appearances in court; cooperate 
with all other law enforcement agencies; and provide training for the efficiency of its 
members.  

 
§ 17-1.6. Appointment of Police Department, Officers and Personnel.  
No person shall be appointed to the Police Department who is not qualified as provided 
in the New Jersey Statutes.  The selection criteria for a police officer shall be 
established in department policy consistent with New Jersey Statutes.   
 
§ 17-1.9.  Special Police Officers. 
Authority and Purpose. The Borough of Mountainside hereby establishes Special Police 
Officers pursuant to and in compliance with the Special Law Enforcement Officers Act 
(N.J.S.A. 40A:14-146.8 et seq.). 

 
1. Supplemental. 

 
a. Special Police Officers shall not be utilized to supplant regular Police 

Officers. 
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b. Special Police Officers are subject to the personnel policies of the 
Borough of Mountainside. 

 
c. Special Police Officers are subject to the Mountainside Police 

Department's Written Directive System, where applicable. 
 
§ 17-1.10. Rules and Regulations  
The “Appropriate Authority” shall, from time to time as may be necessary, adopt and 
amend the rules and regulations for the government and discipline of the Police 
Department and employees thereof.  Said rules and regulations may fix and provide for 
the enforcement of such rules and regulations and the enforcement of penalties for the 
violation of such rules and regulations.  All employees of the Police Department shall 
be subject to such rules and regulations and penalties.  
 
§ 17-1.11. Duties and Responsibilities of Personnel 
The duties and responsibilities of the members of the Mountainside Police Department 
shall be those set forth by law and as prescribed by the Department’s Written Directive 
System established by the Chief of Police. 
 
§ 17-1.12. Disciplinary Actions  
Discipline of employees and police officers will be imposed consistent with New Jersey 
State statutes and the Rules and Regulations of the Mountainside Police Department.  
The written charges will be proffered by the Chief of Police or designee as provided in 
the New Jersey Statutes and the Police Department's Rules and Regulations.   Police 
officers, special police officers, and employees may also be subject to discipline for 
violating other statutes, ordinances, and policies. 
 
§ 17-1.13. Police Physician  
A physician shall be appointed by the mayor, with consent of the Borough Council, to be 
known as the police physician.  The appointment shall be for one (1) year, commencing 
on January 1.  He shall examine all members of the police force or appointees to the 
force whenever required by the police committee and shall report in writing the result of 
such examinations, with his opinion as to the physical and mental fitness for police work 
of the person examined.  He shall be called whenever the services of a physician are 
required by the police department.  Compensation of the police physical shall be fixed 
by the borough council.  The mayor may also appoint, with consent of the borough 
council, an alternate police physician. 
 
Section 2.  
 
All ordinances, codes or parts thereof inconsistent with any of the provisions of this new 
section are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency 
 
Section 3. 
 
This ordinance shall take effect twenty days after the first publication hereof after final 
passage.

AN ORDINANCE TO APPROPRIATE THE SUM OF THIRTY THOUSAND DOLLARS 

($30,000.00) FROM THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUNDFOR REPLACEMENT  
OF THE BOILER 

 
 WHEREAS,  the Governing Body of the Borough of Mountainside is desirous to 
replace the boiler of the Municipal Building, and

ORDINANCE 1225-2014 

 
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING POLITICAL CONTRIBUTIONS IN THE BOROUGH OF 

MOUNTAINSIDE 
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 WHEREAS, it is in the public interest and in furtherance of the policy of the 
Borough of Mountainside that, in addition to insuring full compliance with the New 
Jersey Campaign Contributions and Expenditures Act, P.L. 2005 C.271 which 
authorizes a municipality to enact an Ordinance to limit political campaign contributions 
to Borough elected officials and candidates for Borough elective office by professional 
business entities who may benefit from a business relation with the Borough. 
 
 NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF 
THE BOROUGH OF MOUNTAINSIDE, NEW JERSEY AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 Section1. No professional business entity that submits a bid or enters into 
negotiations for, or agrees to any agreement or contract with the Borough for 
professional services, banking or insurance coverage services or any other consulting 
services shall make a monetary or in-kind campaign contribution in excess of $300.00 
for a primary election and $300.00 for a general election to a candidate for or the holder 
of a Borough elective office or the campaign committee or political action committee of a 
candidate for or the holder of a Borough elective office or County of Union party 
committee or political municipal committee supporting such candidate or holder of a 
Borough elective office between one year before the start of negotiations or submittal of 
the bid relative to such an agreement or contract, whichever is earlier, and the 
termination of negotiations or the completion of the agreement or contract, whichever is 
later.  Any group of individuals forming a professional business entity under this section, 
including such principals, partners, officers, their spouse and any child, parent, or sibling 
living in the same home of the entity in the aggregate, may not annually contribute for 
any purpose in excess of $2,500 to all Borough candidates and Borough office holders, 
and all Borough political parties and political action committees of all Borough 
candidates and Borough office holders combined.   
 
 Section 2. No individual or professional business entity doing business with 
the Borough, included banking and insurance coverage services on any other 
consulting services, or any principal, partner or member of any such entity, shall make a 
monetary or in kind contribution in excess of $300.00 for a primary election and $300.00 
for a general election to a candidate for or the holder of a Borough elective office or the 
campaign committee or political action committee of a candidate for or the holder of a 
Borough elective office or Union County party committee or political municipal 
committee supporting such candidate or holder of a Borough elective office.  Any group 
of individuals forming a professional business entity under this section, including such 
principals, partners, officers, their spouse and any child, parent, or sibling living in the 
same home of the entity in the aggregate, may not annually contribute for any purpose 
in excess of $2,500 to all Borough candidates and office holders, and all Borough 
political parties and political action committees of all Borough candidates and Borough 
office holders combined. 
 
 Section 3. An individual or professional business entity may cure a violation of 
Sections 1 or 2 if no later than 30 days following the day of the primary election or 
general election next following the date of which the contribution is made, the individual 
or professional business seeks and receives reimbursement of the prohibited 
contribution. 
  
  
 



 
 
 Section 4. An individual or professional business entity found to knowingly fail 
to reveal or misrepresent a monetary or in kind campaign contribution in excess of 
$300.00 for a primary election and $300.00 for a general election or a professional 
business entity in excess of $2,500.00 for a primary election or for a general election, 
given to a candidate for or the holder of a Borough elective office or the campaign 
committee or political action committee of a candidate for or the holder of a Borough 
elective office or Union County party committee supporting such candidate or holder of 
a Borough elective office shall be considered to be in breach of the terms of any 
agreement or contract between that professional business entity and the Borough then 
in effect and shall be subject to the penalties prescribed in Section 5 and any other 
penalties prescribed by law. 
 
 Section 5. An individual or professional business entity found to be in violation 
of Sections 1, 2, 3, or 4 will be disqualified from eligibility for future contracts, 
agreements or development applications with the Borough for a period of four (4) 
calendar years from the date of the determination of the violation by the Borough 
Council and in addition shall have any contract or agreement with the Borough then in 
effect terminated immediately. 
 
 Section 6. All monetary or in kind contributions made by any individual or 
professional business entity as defined under this ordinance shall be deemed a violation 
of this ordinance if that contribution was made before the effective date of this 
ordinance.  Any individual or professional business entity as defined in Sections 1 or 2 
shall provide a sworn statement to the governing body that a political contribution has 
not been made in violation of the provisions of this ordinance and this shall be a 
continuing obligation during the duration of the contract or development application as 
appropriate. 
 
 Section 7. The Borough Clerk shall provide a candidate for elective office with 
a copy of this ordinance at the time such candidate requests a petition for said office. 
 
 Section 8. All ordinances or parts of this ordinance inconsistent with the 
provisions of this ordinance shall be the same are hereby repealed. 
 
 Section 9. If any section, paragraph, subdivision or provision of this ordinance 
shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, 
subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the ordinance shall 
be deemed valid and effective.
