Discussion was held regarding a request from the Finance Officer for end of year budget 
transfers.  In accordance with state statute, transfers can be made within certain budget 
appropriations during the last two months of the fiscal year.  It is requested that certain 
transfers be made within the 2015 municipal budget.  The proper budget transfer 
resolution will be prepared for the December 29, 2015 meeting.

In 
accordance with State Statute, balances in the amount of $5.00 or less, whether owed 
to the Borough or owed by the Borough, may be cancelled with the authorization of the 
Governing Body.  The proper resolution to authorize the cancellation of $5.00 balances 
on various tax and sewer accounts will be prepared for the December 29, 2015 meeting.
